Homeless Prevention Strategies
Emergency Homelessness Prevention
1. Prevention Hotline

2. Revolving loan funds (pay less if paid back on time)
3. Emergency funds (i.e. one time grants)
4. Utility Company interventions
5. Police/ constable/ sheriff used as outreach
6. Landlord – tenant mediations

7. No wrong door to accessing homelessness prevention
8. Payee services for rent payment
9. Emergency medical/mental health crisis interventions

10. Discharge planning interventions (MH system/ criminal justice/ hospitals) 
11. Eviction prevention services/ counseling – legal, financial, practical

12. Court-involved tenancy preservation for people with disabilities

Preventative Services/ Stabilization 
1. Financial literacy programming for tenants
2. Third Party Payee for rent
3. Education and support for landlords
4. Education/ job training for heads of household to increase earning potential
5. Job link/ direct employment programs for heads of household (including job creation and enterprise development)
6. Tenant counseling on rights and responsibilities
7. Links to Mainstream Resources (SSI, TANF, Medicaid)

8. Links to community based services (health care, mental health care etc.)
9. Home based support services that enhance tenancy stabilizations

Housing Related Interventions – to create affordable housing
1. Rolling stock housing

2. Time limited rental subsidies/Bridge subsidies
3. Identification of privately owned affordable units – brokering with landlords

4. Rental clearinghouse information

5. Permanent affordable supportive housing for people with special needs
6. Permanent affordable housing
